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District 68 Junior Program Summary
· The District will establish 3 levels of play in the Junior Division: 
· National Division
· made up of a team of players previously selected to play in a travel ball or high school “feeder” program; all players must live within the District 68 boundaries. 

· The Central Division 
· Traditional Little League Junior program 

· American Division 
· Made of 12 and 13 year old's

· The District will set up and administer the schedule for each of these divisions. 
National Division: The is the highest level of Junior baseball. 

· The National Division open to “Travel” teams and “Feeder” teams

· This group starts the season at 60/90 and stays at that distance for the whole year. 

· This division will be made up of primarily 13 and 14 year old's that are traditionally playing in a travel ball program or on a high school “feeder team”.

· 12-year old's will be allowed to play in the National Division 

· The league boundaries have been eliminated in the National Division and players will be chosen from within the District 68 boundaries. 

· At the end of the season, these kids will only be allowed to play All Stars in their Boundary League

· Our hope is that this will allow these kids to play in the Little League program while still participating in their pre-high school programs. 

· They will play completely by the Little League Rules and Regulations, and under the direction of the District. 

National Division: Specifically

1. The Manager of the team will register his/her team with the District.

2. The Manager will select his/her team from a pool of players that live within the District 68 boundaries. 

a) Managers can bring in teams “as a whole”

b) These players will be registered by the District

c) Cost will be $120 per player

3. The District will administer the program by creating the schedules and providing the umpires. 

a) Adjustments to the schedule will be made to allow for outside tournaments

b) They will be playing by Little League Rules

c) There will be a TOC tournament in this division at the end of the season.

4. All players playing in the National Division will be eligible to participate on the All-Star team within his/her league’s boundary. 

a) No player will be playing All Stars on a team that is not in his league boundary

Central Division: The traditional Little League Junior Program
· The Central Division teams will be drafted by each league
· This group starts the season at 54/80 then moves to 60/90 at or around the Spring Break
· This division is open to 12, 13 and 14 year old’s
· All players must reside within that league’s boundaries
· With the help of the District, leagues can form combined teams with other leagues

· They will play completely by the Little League Rules and Regulations and under the direction of the District. 
Central Division: Specifics

1. The league President will appoint the Managers

2. The Manager will draft his/her team from a pool of players that live within the league boundaries. 

a) These players will be registered by the League

b) Cost will be determined by the league

3. The District will administer the program by creating the schedules and providing the umpires. 

a) They will be playing by Little League Rules

b) There will be a TOC tournament for this division at the end of the season.

4. All players playing in the Central Division will be eligible to participate on the All Star team within his/her league’s boundary. 

a) Combined All Star teams can be formed pending District approvals

American Division: The “not quite ready” for Juniors Division
· The American Division will be drafted by each league
· This group starts the season at 50/70 then moves to 54/80 after 12 games have been played
· Goal is to play 12 games at 50/70 and 12 games at 54/80

· This division is open to 12 and 13 year old’s
· No 14 year old’s will be allowed to play in the American Division

· All players must reside within that league’s boundaries
· With the help of the District, leagues can form combined teams with other leagues

· They will play completely by the Little League Rules and Regulations and under the direction of the District. 
American Division: Specifics
